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What To Bring To Musical Theater Camp

Performing students should bring clothes that are appropriate for movement (especially for dance
classes and physical theater — sweat pants and comfortable tops that can be layered)

Technical theater students should bring black clothing for working backstage during the shows
Pit musician students should bring black clothing for playing in the pit at shows

Water bottle

Comfortable walking shoes

Dorm Students (In addition to the items listed above):

Alarm Clock

A pillow and a warm blanket and/or sleeping bag (it can be quite chilly at night)

Towel & Washcloth

Soap, toothbrush and other toiletries

Flip Flops for showering

Warm clothing—the average temperature during the day ranges from 50-60 degrees during the
summer

Clothing for warm weather—although Sitka is cool most of the time, we do see the occasional day
in the 70s or (very rarely) 80s

Warm Jacket

Raincoat

Waterproof shoes

Backpack

Quarters for laundry (about $5.00/load—soap is provided)

Sleep mask if you are a light sleeper

Hat and gloves

Water bottle

A camera

Medication (if applicable)

In addition to the normal camp packing list all performers should bring:

Character Shoes (or hardsoled shoes)
Ballet or Jazz Shoes

Tap Shoes (if you already have them)
Sneakers (for dance practice)

Skin Toned Tights (for ladies)

Stage Makeup

Neutral leggings or sweatpants
Neutral plain t-shirt or tank top

If you do not have any of these things - that is fine! Bring the things you have!
